HIV and AIDS continue to impact the lives of millions of
people here in the United States and around the world. We
are all touched by the AIDS pandemic. The church is called
to speak a message of truth, hope, care and challenge; what
better place then in the context of worship.

Suggestions for Preparing an
AIDS Sermon and Service

Reaffirm the dignity and humanity of those living with HIV and AIDS.
Develop a HIV and AIDS liturgy that promotes awareness, education,
and prevention, which also celebrates themes of life, reconciliation,
justice, love and compassion.

Remember that HIV and AIDS is a pandemic within other social diseases
of: poverty, racism, violence, gender inequity, and the unequal distribution
of resources and healthcare.

Be sensitive to the fact that the millions of people living with HIV and
AIDS worldwide are not only confronted daily with the detrimental
physical effects of the disease, but also face overwhelming feelings of
fear, despair, hopelessness, sadness and depression.

Encourage imagination and conversation around how the church and its
members can be used to support those infected and affected with HIV
and AIDS.

Consider having a display of the AIDS Memorial Quilt. It is a creative
means for remembrance and healing. The quilt is now housed at the
NAMES Project Foundation, located in Atlanta, Georgia: www.aidsquilt.org
Invite an AIDS worker, a person with HIV or AIDS, a family member,

or a friend to be part of the planning and participation of the service.
