· Introduction: My name is Deborah Lind-Schmitz, I was ordained as a teaching elder on June 23, 1989 by the Presbytery of the Twin Cities Area.  Before my call to the seminary, I was a private piano and organ teacher and musician.  

Currently a full time minister at The Presbyterian Church in Geneva, NY, I normally don’t accompany Sunday worship or sing but an occasional solo. However, I must tell you that these last few months of planning and playing through the hymnal has been a pure joy.
I’d like to introduce Virginia Champlin who is a member of my church and the substitute keyboardist.  She was the chapel organist for 25 years before retiring this last year.  Between the two of us, you will have accompaniment for this hour and 15 minutes.

· FACTS: “Glory to God” is a combination of the Presbyterian hymnals of the past, including the recent supplement “Sing the Faith” and hymns from other denominations around the world.   The difference between the last hymnal and this one is the sheer number of hymns, songs and spirituals. There are 853 hymns which does not including the musical responses in Worship Services Section.  The pages are thinner so that the 1000 + pages within the hymnal will not seem heavier than the last hymnal.  There are more indexes, more music plus interesting facts about every hymn printed at the bottom of the page. The Hymnal Project members and staff packed a ton of inspiration and information into the new Presbyterian Hymnal that focuses on bringing music to the church of today and tomorrow. The Introduction written by the Hymnal Advocacy and Relations Coordinator, Mary Margaret Flanagan, hopes that these hymnals will be used by all ages, including little children with greasy fingers and curious minds.  When my children were young and sat in the pews while I conducted worship, a well-meaning lady told on my daughter.  She said, your daughter spent most of worship reading the Bible and Hymnal. My response was, “good for her.”  
Curiosity feeds the mind and spirit. 
So, let us browse this hymnal and sing as the spirit leads us.

1. THE THEOLOGICAL VISION STATEMENT

The Presbyterian Committee on Congregational Song give us insight into their reasoning and intent for this hymnal in the Appendix 1 on page 926. 
The Theological Vision Statement (Feb. 2009) acknowledges that difference has to do with the needs of the people. In their words: This Hymnal is “offered in a world in which trust in human progress has been undermined and where eclectic spiritualties often fail to satisfy deep spiritual hungers.  It will be used by worshipers who have not had life-long formation by Scripture and basic Christian Doctrine, much less Reformed theology. It is meant for a church marked by growing diversity in liturgical practice.  Moreover, it addresses a church divided by conflicts but nonetheless, we believe, longing for healing and the peace that is beyond understanding.”
· OPEN YOUR EARS to new sounds, global tunes, deep and timeless messages

Totally new tunes, like a Yiddish song “Open Your Ears, O Faithful People” (GtG 453).  The melody carried the call to hear God’s word.  Listen. Now hear the message in Hebrew. “Torah Ora, Torah, Ora, hallelujah!”

OPEN YOUR EARS (play just the melody) now turn to Hymn #453

Jesus often reminded people to “Listen” and really hear what is being said.  Listen to Jesus, Listen to the Word. Jesus challenged his audience, “Those who have ears, Listen.”  

Deuteronomy 6:4 “Hear O Israel, the Lord, our God is One.” 

Familiar tunes with new lyrics opened my mind to theological and spiritual reflection.  Singing traditional hymns, chestnuts, brings back memories of faith-shaping worship.
2. A STATEMENT ON LANGUAGE 

The Presbyterian Committee on Congregational Song explains in the Appendix 2, “A Statement on Language,” that this hymnal has both the traditional language and welcomes other images for God. On page 930 they explain the principles of Trinitarian theology as reflected in this hymnal.  

God exist in three persons, but there is nevertheless only one God who knows and loves and acts;

Different than the Presbyterian Hymnal published in 1987 as a result of the union of the northern and southern branches of the Presbyterian Church. But, similar to the 1950’s Hymnbook. 

Included are worship with both sacraments, Communion and Baptism.  Also there is the newer version of reaffirmation of the Baptism Covenant that should be used for Confirmation Sunday.

Slide # 28.         Daily Prayer

When the last hymnal was published, a thick, red supplement called the Daily Prayer interested me. The thought of Morning, Noon, and Evening Prayers seemed appropriate for the seminary. Condensed and practical, the shorter Daily Prayers on page 23-33 lend themselves to individual and group prayers. 

Slide #29 (turn to p.23-33)
Morning, Midday, and Evening prayer, and a Closing Prayer.

Designed to encourage prayer and song for individuals and small groups at any hour of the day.  But it is specific for Morning, Midday, Evening, and at the close of the day. 

(useful for families, small groups, councils, and more)
Offers flexibility in your choice of hymns and scriptures.
