In par-
ticular, established congregations
that partner with new worshiping
communities—spiritually, finan-
cially, and relationally—are discov-
ering a new passion for ministry
and developing a stronger presence
in the community. In turn, these
budding ministries discover—in
established congregations’ breadth
of experience and love—a vital
support system.

By becoming part of the 1001
initiative, Presbyterians gain struc-
ture and support as they discern
new ways to share the love of Christ
with others.
