Eucharistic Prayer: Healing and Wholeness
This brief eucharistic prayer is intended for use in a service of wholeness that includes anointing with oil as a sign of healing. Contemplative song (such as the music of Taizé) might be woven into the prayer. 
The Words of Institution should be included at the Invitation to the Table or at the Breaking of the Bread.
Holy God, we praise you for your love—


you are light in our darkness



healing for our brokenness,




water in a dry and weary land; 


you are bread for our hunger,



drink for our thirst,




eternal and abundant life. 

We give you thanks for Jesus Christ—

[lifting Bible] word made flesh,

[lifting candle] light of the world,


[lifting water] living water,


[lifting oil] oil of healing,



[lifting cup] cup of blessing,




[lifting bread] bread of life. 

Pour out your Holy Spirit upon us—


in the water, the oil, and the light,



in the word, the bread, and the cup,




in the beloved body of Christ. 


Make us holy, make us whole;



make us one as you are one. 




Bless and keep us, now and always. Amen.

If the Words of Institution were used at the Invitation to the Table, 
the presider may break bread and lift/pour cup in silence, or say:

Jesus said:


Come to me, and never be hungry;



trust in me and never thirst.
